In a post-apocalyptic future, three women survivors take 

refuge in a shelter filled with vegetation and electronic 

debris. A community forms between these women of 

different ages and languages, bound to gather what 

remains of the catastrophe. A low-tech science-fiction 

show that explores coexistence, memory, and forgetting.  

 

 

 

What is the duration of a moment? Insomnia draws 

inspiration from the subjectivity of time and the spaces 

where it flows at uneven rhythms. In this performance 

combining vertical rope and light design, images of 

suspense and fragmentation immerse us in an uncertain, 

elusive time.  

 

 

Two performers, two Cyr wheels, two different styles: Jef 

is pacifist and indecisive, Marica is confident and 

confrontational. Guided by their contrasts, the two 

acrobats weave a poetic and physical dialogue where 

conflict and complicity converge. In Difference is a journey 

towards a gradual break with the wheel's traditional uses, 

to the point of bringing it to life.  

 

BODY TERRITORY talks about these stories that silence us, 

where law is absent and justice is rare, or non-existent. On 

stage: three women, one rope, and a lot of knives. A 

feminist western that gives voice to grandmothers, 

migrant women, and women who have been judged or 

condemned. A polyphonic rebellion looking for a better 

world. 

  

 

At the heart of the stage lies a heap of broken glass. 

Through pain and resilience, HERTZ challenges the self-

imposed limitations and explores the frontier between 

possible and impossible. By combining fakir arts and 

clowning, human contradictions are unveiled, inviting the 

audience to embrace their vulnerabilities for a more 

authentic and resilient humanity.

In a raw aesthetics universe, ES explores fragmentation, 

disconnection, and rupture. A body decomposes and 

reconstructs itself to the rhythm of breaking glass and 

dripping water. The mirror shatters, and once the 

pieces are put back together, a question arises: am I 

still myself, or have I become something else?  

 

Bound by a common loss, Marius Fouilland and Aimé 

Rauzier come together in a piece that questions our 

relationship with death and brings it into the present 

moment. Guided by the language of acrobatics, they 

give a place to the absent: puppets and humans merge 

in a dialogue between two worlds. Jumping, rising, 

tilting, falling as two, rising as four.  

 

A hybrid project between circus and poetry, Salar la 

pena brings a body in crisis to the stage. Through 

handstand, contortion, and voice, it explores failure, 

loss, desire, and everything that connects the sacred to 

the monstrous. A liturgy of cleansing and emptying, a 

call to the beyond.  

 

Bestiaire/Vestiaire revitalises the historical and political 

form of cabaret, shakes up its codes and brings down 

the fourth wall. The stage becomes an agora, filled with 

a diversity of movements, stories, dissonant and 

alternative voices. Sleight of hand routines flow one 

after the other, unraveling social expectations through 

striptease acts and unleashed creatures. 

 

Metaphoric Objects presents a series of artistic 

experiments in object manipulation, aimed at 

developing a poetic language. Led by a versatile 

juggler, this research manifests in evolving 

performances that depart from conventional structures, 

adapting to the specific context of each appearance 

and collection.

How can we create connection and find meaning in 

loneliness? An acrobat invites us into his universe—a 

metallic cube made up of thousands of lights—where 

solitude becomes a space for exploration, playfulness, 

curiosity, and connection. A landscape where every 

shadow and every shimmer tell its own story.
